         From the Principal      

              As I look back over the first four weeks of this term, I can identify many of the 
challenges placed before the students.  Challenges shouldnôt be easy, should contain 
elements of risk, should provide the possibility of failure and should allow opportunity for 
character growth. Some of these challenges are academic and have been designed and 
provided by teachers, but the more interesting ones have been thrown up by nature.  
 

This has been the best start to winter for a long time and although the farmers are probably 
very happy, the staff, students and I are pretty much over it and want some sun and drying 
wind.  Our oval is saturated and been out of action all term, most other grassed areas are 
squelchy and muddy and the sandpit is waterlogged.  All of this adds up to very limited play 
space for many, many active kids and lots of challenges.  
 

It is not uncommon to wander around the tennis courts and find yourself among three games 
of footy and two games of soccer all happening at the same time with the target usually 
being the same set of goals at both ends. The students do well to keep track of which team 
is playing which game and have become very adept at dodging footies and soccer balls that 
come flying their way.  Of course there are the occasional collisions and being hit with a ball 
that comes out of nowhere, but by and large, the kids just pick themselves up and keep 
playing.  
 

However, this week a new and exciting element has been added to the mix; dive bombing 
plovers!  These pesky birds are very protective and their flying antics evoke a mixture of fear 
and excitement. Their warning cry has the most amazing effect as everyone stops and looks 
skyward and then as the swooping bird comes into view there is a mass exodus from the 
courts with just a few hitting the deck and waiting for it to pass.  And soon the magpies will 
be swooping and that is one more thing to endure.  
 

ñAnd endurance builds character, which gives us a hope that will never disappoint us.ò  
Romans 5:4-5  For some, challenges are there to be endured while others seem to relish 
meeting them head on, almost as a personal test of strength and willpower. Challenges, 
either natural or man-designed, will confront us every day so what really matters is our 
attitude. As staff, we strive to instill in our students an attitude of challenging themselves to 
do better, to achieve more, to step out of their comfort zone and to pick themselves up and 
dust themselves off when things donôt go as planned.  Easier said than done because as 
adults we donôt always do this well and we know that children take their lead from adult 
behaviour.  Iôll finish with two quotes that I really like:  ñIôm not telling you itôs going to be 
easy, Iôm telling you itôs going to be worth it!ò  ñLife begins at the end of your comfort zone.ò
